Financial Literacy Grant Application 

Purpose:  
The purpose of the Great-West Great-Teachers financial literacy grant program is to assist teachers in maintaining existing personal financial literacy programs or to support new and innovative ideas for personal financial literacy education that will benefit P-12 students in Colorado schools.  

Grants will fund the purchase of materials, resources and other items that support, facilitate or enhance the grant-winning financial literacy programs.  Such items include, but are not limited to, supplies, teacher training, equipment, educational field trips, books, and other items as approved. 

Eligibility: 
· P-12 teachers currently employed by any public, private or charter Colorado school 
· Teachers may apply individually, with grade-level teams or with a department; however only one grant of $5,000 will be awarded per application.
· More than one active grant is permissible per school; however, only one grant application per teacher/grade-level team/department will be permitted. 
· Grant applications for the 2012-2013 school-year are due March, 2, 2012 at midnight. 

Grant Review: 
Grants will be awarded through a competitive process.  Grant applications will be reviewed and evaluated by a Great-West Great-Teachers selection committee of individuals from Great-West Life & Annuity Insurance Company (“Great-West”) and the Colorado Jump$tart Coalition.  

All applications will be reviewed and considered based on the following characteristics:
· Project Design: A clearly developed project design to include:
· Program description;
· Program goals and expected outcomes; and
· Criteria for assessment and measurement.
· Standards Alignment: Proposed program is aligned with the personal financial literacy expectations within the mathematics and social studies Colorado Academic Standards. 
· Budget: Application outlines a realistic and viable budget for project implementation during the 2012-2013 school year.
· Creativity: Scoring priority will be given to applications that include creative and innovative practices that can be replicated and implemented in other classrooms and/or schools.
All grant applications will be reviewed anonymously by the Great-West Great-Teachers selection committee. The scoring of each application will be confidential and individual feedback will not be provided. 
Grant Award:
Up to a total of 25 grants in the amount of $5,000 each will be awarded. Funds will be delivered directly to the school at which the teacher(s) is employed and must be deposited in an account that is designated solely and exclusively for the winning teacher(s).  You will be notified via e-mail of our decision no later than May 2012.  If your application is approved, the funds will be distributed no later than August 30, 2012.




Additional Conditions:
Grant recipients will be required to fill out and return a mid-year and end-year evaluation report, providing a detailed description of the program's implementation, evaluation, overall success and expenditures. The report form will be provided by the Great-West Great-Teachers financial literacy grant committee.  In addition, a Great-West Great-Teachers grant committee representative may choose to conduct site visits or review budgets and program results to ensure that funds are being used efficiently. 

The funds will be distributed directly to the school where the award recipient(s) teaches, and must be used only to support the award recipient(s) program.  The school shall maintain the funds in an account separate from all other school funds.  All grant funds must be expended during the 2012-2013 academic school year. Funds not expended shall be returned to the company. Should an award recipient(s) leave the school prior to completion of the approved program, the funds shall go to the school for use of a financial literacy program approved by Great-West; if no such program is planned, the funds must be returned to Great-West.

Please complete the online application and provide contact information for the applicant(s), the school, and the school principal. Permission and approval from your school principal is required to participate in the Great-West Great-Teachers grant application.  

The online application asks for a budget narrative that describes how you plan to spend the $5,000 award should your grant application be accepted.  Unknown costs for items that will be purchased should be estimated as accurately as possible.  

Applications will be accepted until midnight March 2, 2012. You will receive an email acknowledgement that we received your application.
